INTERGENERATIONAL SERVICE LEARNING IN HIGHER EDUCATION
A Workshop for Faculty and Community Agencies 
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Intergenerational Service Learning (IGSL), as defined in the Foundation for Long Term Care (FLTC) project, “Intergenerational Service Learning: Linking Three Generations,” is service learning done by college students WITH older adults to fulfill a community need. This community need may be in relation to helping other older adults -- but not necessarily so.

The FLTC project, funded by the Corporation for National and Community Service, is now in its third and final year.  Through this project, the FLTC works with five NYS colleges implementing service learning courses and community work that involves students and older adults.  Projects are different across the colleges involved, change over the semesters and range from providing service to a local Head Start program to landscaping gardens and fitness trails used by older adults.

Faculty members involved in the project are based at Cornell University, Ithaca College, Molloy College, SUNY Brockport and SUNY Stony Brook.  Faculty and FLTC staff have presented on the project both nationally and statewide. Our series of regional workshops across the state are an effort to disseminate information on the great work that is happening through these projects.
