Earth, An Introduction to Physical Geology by Tarbuck & Lutgens, Ninth Edition (with CD-ROM)

Course Description

This course introduces the student to the physical processes of the Earth.  It presents both the processes that shape the Earth’s surface (i.e. glaciers) and those that act within the Earth’s interior (i.e. metamorphism).  The composition of materials that comprise the Earth is discussed with hands on examination of minerals and rocks in the laboratory.  Each student must be registered for a laboratory section in addition to the lecture portion of the course.  This course has no pre-requisites, but is the pre-requisite for Geology 102 and several other geology courses.

Course Objectives

· The student will understand the importance of the scientific method and learn how to apply it to problem solving scenarios.

· The student will be able to describe, recognize and explain the origin of minerals and rocks that comprise the Earth.

· The student will become more aware of the physical Earth and the changes that take place within its interior and upon its surface.

· The student will learn why the scientific study of the Earth, Geology, is so significant to everyday life.

In order to determine your overall course average, double your lecture average and add it to your lab average, then divide by three.

** Classroom participation and attendance may be used to evaluate borderline grades.

Make-up Policy
· You must contact your professor within 24 hours of a missed exam in order to be given the opportunity to make up the exam!
· If you do not contact your professor within 24 hours, you will receive a 0 for that exam.

· You will only be given the opportunity to make up an exam one time during the semester.

· Make-up exams may differ from in-class exams (NO multiple choice; all essays/short answers).  A penalty of 10 points or more will be applied to all make-up exams.
· Quizzes/in-class assignments/homework worth 10 or less points may not be made-up (exceptions to be determined by professor).  Those worth greater than 10 points may be made-up ONLY if the student has contacted the professor within 24 hours of the originally scheduled due date. 

· Assignments may not be handed in once they have been graded and returned to the class.  Most assignments are returned the next class meeting after their due date!

· Late assignments may be handed in based on the discretion of the professor.  A penalty of at least 50% will be applied to all late assignments.  Homework assignments are due at the start of class; if you are late to class, your homework is late!
· Quizzes are given in the first 8 minutes of class, if you are late, you will receive a 0. 

Attendance Policy
· Attendance will be taken each day (college requirement).  Exams, quizzes, and assignments are largely based on materials presented in class.
· YOU MAY OR MAY NOT BE WITHDRAWN BASED ON YOUR ATTENDANCE!

· Contacting your professor is recommended if you know you are going to miss class or within 24 hours after having already missed a class.  If you do not contact your professor, you will be unable to make-up any missed assignments/exams etc. 

· If you miss three classes and have not contacted your professor within 24 hours after the third absence to discuss your absences, you may be withdrawn from the course!
· If you are consistently late to class, you may be withdrawn from the course.  Each late arrival is equivalent to 1/3 of an absence!
· Your source for missed notes is another student in the class, NOT your professor!

Course Withdrawal

You may or may not be withdrawn from a course based on attendance.  Therefore, it is your responsibility to withdraw from a course or discuss your options with your professor.  You will generally be given your up-to-date grade after each exam or assignment; therefore you will know your status throughout the semester.  Additional information on course withdrawal can be found in the student handbook.  The last day to withdraw from the course and receive a W for a grade is Friday, November 21st in person or Saturday, November 22nd online.
Academic Honesty

Actions will be taken against any student found conducting himself/herself dishonestly; defined by acts such as cheating or plagiarism.  Actions may include loss of points, permanent removal from class and assignment of an F for the course.  Cheating is defined as the unauthorized use or exchange of information by students or others for the purpose of achieving unfair advantage in the classroom or examining process.  Plagiarism is defined as offering the work of someone else as one’s own.  Any student who fails to give credit for ideas or materials that are taken from another, verbatim or in paraphrase, is guilty of plagiarism. · If your cell phone rings during an exam, you will lose 10 points on that exam!

· If you have an emergency situation where there is a need to be contacted by a cell phone, you are to inform your professor prior to the start of class.  

· If you choose to text-message, listen to your iPod, etc. during class, you may receive a warning and then lose 5 points off of your upcoming exam!

· The professor will dismiss the class at an appropriate point in the lecture.  This will generally correspond to the end of the scheduled class time!

This room contains minerals, rocks and maps that you may use as study tools.  These items MAY NOT be removed from 9-129!
