Making Durable Links to Articles in Library Databases from ANGEL

Durable links, also known as persistent URLs (Uniform Resource Locators), purls, or stable links,
remain forever up-to-date. They are provided by many online library subscription databases in a
variety of formats to ensure consistent access to full-text articles available directly from the database.
Faculty who use ANGEL may want to create durable links in ANGEL to provide students with access
to a specific library database, a reading list of articles, or online reference materials to assist with
course assignments.

Copyright and Linking to Library Resources

Most licensing agreements with individual database vendors allow instructors to create links in course
management systems, such as ANGEL, directly to full text articles available in library databases or
electronic books. Copyright law prohibits copying and saving the full text from article databases into
course sites that are not password protected. Linking to an item using both the durable URL provided
by the database and the library "proxy" prefix is within copyright “fair use" guidelines. Links to
resources will remain active as long as the item is included in the database content, or as long as the
library maintains a subscription to the database.

How to Check if an Article is Available in a Library Database

1)) To see if an article you have in print, or photocopied from a print magazine, journal, or newspaper
is available full-text online in one of the library article subscription databases first perform a search on
the title of the publication in the Electronic Journal List for MCC Libraries. Your search results will
display the database(s) where the article is available from.

2.) Next click-on the "Look up Article" link located next to the publication title to use the Citation
Linker to connect to the article record in the database.

3.) Check the article record to see if any linking restrictions have been set by the publisher.

4)) If the full-text article is available from the database, and linking is permitted, then use the chart of
databases listed on p. 2-3 to access instructions on how to create a durable link to the article you are
interested in.

Note: In some cases the article may be freely available on the web through an open access journal
site, and therefore does not require the MCC Library proxy prefix be added in order to link to it from an
off-campus location. The proxy prefix only applies to articles found in MCC Library subscription
databases.

Add the Proxy Prefix for Off-Campus Access to Library Resources

In order for links to articles from library subscription databases to work from off-campus locations,
the MCC Library Proxy Server Address must be added to the beginning of the durable link provided
by the database.

Our proxy server address is: https://ezproxy.monroecc.edu/login?url=

For example, if the durable link provided by the library database is http://www.libddb.com/6789, you
need to insert the MCC Library proxy server address in front of durable link so it looks like this:

https://fezproxy.monroecc.edu/login?url=http://www.libddb.com/6789

When a library user (currently enrolled students, faculty and staff) clicks on a proxied link from an
off-campus location they will first be prompted to sign/authenticate through EZProxy using their MCC
e-mail username and password in order to gain access to the full-text article.

When signing-in to EZproxy students should use the username/password combination that is used for
accessing their MCC e-mail account. The username for EZproxy is just the first part of the e-mail
address (e.g. jdoe001). The second part of the e-mail address @student.monroecc.edu is not
required to sign-in to EZproxy. Faculty and Staff should use the username/password combination that
is used for logging into your computer at MCC.

Library Subscription Databases and Vendors

Detailed instructions on how to create durable links to articles available in MCC Library subscription
databases are organized in this guide alphabetically by name of the database listed in the following
chart. The examples in this guide show the steps for an ANGEL course page, but the same technique
will work for your faculty web pages. If you have questions about durable links, or are trying to use a
database not listed in the chart, contact Pam Czaja, Reference-Distance Learning Librarian for
assistance at ext.

ARTstor

"ARTstor is a digital library of nearly one million images in the areas of art, architecture, the
humanities, and social sciences with a set of tools to view, present, and manage images for research
and teaching purposes.”

Every image in ARTstor has a persistent URL. Images or Image Groups may be added to online
ANGEL courses that are password protected. See ARTstor Permitted & Prohibited Use policies
website for more details. You do not have to register to use ARTstor. As an Unregistered User you
can search, browse, view images, and access image data. However, in order to save a persistent link
in ARTstor you must have a Registered User account. Registered Users are also able to save
images into groups, add personal notes, and use other higher-level ARTstor features.

Instructor Level Privileges in ARTstor

Faculty who upgrade their ARTstor user accounts to Instructor Level Privileges are able to create a
Shared Folder to share their Image Groups and Commentary with others at their institution. While
any Registered User is able to add Personal Notes to an image, users with Instructor Level Privileges
can add Commentary to images that is viewable by others. Visit the Register for Instructor Privileges
section on the ARTstor Help page for more information.

Instructions for linking to images in ARTstor:
1.) Create an account in ARTstor.

2.) Perform a basic search in the database within one or all collections. Select the fAdvanced Search
foption to search within specific data fields, and to limit to specific geographical locations,
classification areas, and/or collections.

3.) From the search results list, right-click on an image thumbnail, then select "Generate image URL"
from the menu. An image URL window will open on the screen. Highlight the image URL link, copy
and paste it into Notepad, add the MCC Library proxy prefix, then copy and paste the URL into your
ANGEL course. Highlight the URL, and choose the hyperlink icon in the ANGEL editor to make it a
live link.
