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Function of the Fire
Alarm System

 When an alarm Is activated

— Assignal is sent to the main control at
the Public Safety Dispatch Desk. The
fire department is called immediately.

— The system decides according to MC C

location which areas need to be MONROE COMMUNITY COLLEGE
evacuated.

— Horns and strobes in the evacuation
Zone are activated




Evacuation Zones

 Each building on the Brighton campus
has its own fire alarm zone, with the
exception of buildings 1,2 and 3 or 9

and 9A.

 Buildings 1, 2 and 3 will all activate
together due to the normally increased MC C
population in the three buildings. MONROE COMMUNITY COLLEGE

* Buildings 9 and 9A are also connected
to one fire alarm zone.

* If you hear afire alarm in an adjacent
puilding, it would be advisable to
prepare to evacuate the building you
are in if necessary.




When the Alarm
Sounds

 You should immediately get up and
get out of your area.

* Close the door to the room you are
In if you are the last person out.

* Do not call Public Safety unless you MCC
nave an emergency to report. MONROE COMMUNITY COLLEGE

e If you are not sure if you should
eave the area, act on the safe side
and leave the area.

o Exit the building at the closest exit.
* Do not use the elevators.




Exiting the Building

« When you exit the building you should
assemble in a safe area. Places you
are not permitted to assemble are

— The plaza deck. This is a roof and
could collapse

— Either court yard. We need to keep
these areas clear for emergency
responders

— Within 100 feet of the buildings. We
need to ensure you are at a safe
distance from the building, and
keep these areas clear for
emergency responders
