AmeriCorps is a program of the Corporation for National and Community Service that engages 

people of all ages and backgrounds in strengthening America's communities through service. 

Rochester AmeriCorps is an education focused program in which members serve Rochester 

City School District students in K-12 schools . Our mission is to improve academic engage-

ment, college and career readiness, and positive school climate. Members commit to serving 

at least 1700 over a 48.5-week term, receive an annual living allowance of $13,732 (before tax-

es), and upon successful completion of the program receive an education award of $5,920. Our 

program is sponsored by Monroe Community College.

When creating your online application it is important that you answer all questions accurately and completely. 

Your application and personal references help create a full picture of who you are and what you can bring to 

our program.  

Completed applications receive a numerical score, if the application receives enough points the applicant will 

be invited to interview. The responses from that interview will also be scored and added to the total. If the 

total score meets our benchmark, the references you provide are positive, and your background check clears, 

you will be invited to serve with our program.
