Dr. Gazmend Kapllani 
Kapllani's best-selling novel A Short Border Handbook has been translated into Danish, English, French, and Polish, receiving excellent reviews in newspapers and magazines such as the British dailies the Independent and the Guardian and the French magazine Marianne. It was also short-listed for the London-based John D. Criticos Prize. His second novel, My Name is Europe, has been highly acclaimed by the Greek press. He received his PhD in political science and history from Panteion University in Athens, with a dissertation on the image of Albanians in the Greek press and of Greeks in the Albanian press. Through his work as an author and a columnist for leading Greek newspapers, Kapllani has been an advocate for human rights, fairness, and diversity, receiving Greek and international recognition.
