monroeccrochester THURGOOD MARSHALL
was a lawyer and a civil rights advocate who
became the nation’s first African American
Supreme Court Justice in 1967. As legal
counsel for the National Association for the
Advancement of Colored People (NAACP), he
guided the litigation that destroyed Jim Crow
segregation. Marshall argued 32 cases before
the U.S. Supreme Court — more than anyone
else in history. During the decades he was a
member of the highest court in the land
(1967-1991), Justice Marshall established an
inspiring record for supporting the voiceless
American. He died in 1993.
