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The Irondequoit Police are continuing their investigation into the disappearance of Bronislawa “Bernice”

¢ Confirmed that Mrs. Ferenc was shopping at Wegmans at 2200 East Ridge Rd and left there at
9:40 am on 02-12-09. She is not believed to have returned back to her home after shopping.

¢ Investigators also have reason to believe Mrs. Ferenc was alone and operating her car, a 1995 Olds
Delta 88, 4dsd, color white bearing NYS Registration APK-6566, on Hudson Ave at Norton Street
at 10:52 am (02-12-09)

The family of Ms. Ferenc has increased the initial reward for information
leading to her discovery to $10,000.00.
