The entrance to the campus off Brighton-Henrietta Town Line Road will be closed starting May 27, 2014.  



Construction will begin on the new roundabout, which will take the place of the existing entrance.  You will not be



able to gain entrance to the college from Brighton Henrietta Town Line Road, and a portion of Campus Drive will



be closed off from Parking Lot Q to Bill Gray’s Ice Plex.  The roundabout will consist of divided lanes with well-


labeled signage to direct the incoming traffic to their desired destination.  A driver will enter the roundabout and 


will either already be in or will change to the lane that will best accommodate the location they are looking for.  The



construction has a projected completion date of August 15, 2014 barring no inclement weather or unforeseen event.



The front-loop of the college project continues with plantings and landscaping over the summer, but this will cause



minimal disruption in traffic.

Discussion:  Senator Jopson and Senator Wyble have concerns regarding the resolution and if it will inadvertently


discourage clubs that may be inactive from becoming active, and the prospect of a club having to ask the Senate



for monies that were previously already designated to them.  Deputy Speaker Rapp specifies this resolution is 



only a recommendation, and the process of verifying a club’s active status is already in place.  The monies collected



would go into the Senate Contingency Fund to be distributed to active clubs.  Senator Jopson would like the wording 


changed on page #1, paragraph #7 of the resolution to be changed from “month” to “semester” as he has concerns



the clubs would not have immediate access to the money if they do become active during the semester and have 



access to their funds.  Senator Jopson and Senator Wyble want to keep the amount of paperwork the clubs have 



to deal with to a minimum.
