On Sunday, the Softball team began their season by defeating the College of Lake County 7-6 and 7-2 in a doubleheader.  The Tribunes are currently defending the NJCAA Division III Championship title.  

I recently met with Mr. Shapiro, Athletic Director, to go over the budget information and records and titles that were achieved this year.  I hope to learn how the Athletics Program utilized their funding this year and what projected goals they have for next year.  I will be reporting on this information in the future.
I was pleased to help set up and meet the people who were running the CAB’s “Blizzard of Bucks” event.  This event was a hit and attended by many students. Congratulations to CAB for a wonderful event!

In the past week  students have approached me about their TAP awards and when the funds would be credited to their accounts.  I called the Bursar’s office and they explained that they do not have any thing to do with the process of certification of the awards and they have not received anything as of 3/15/07. So I obtained the toll free number for the TAP program and a representative explained that the money had been sent to the schools as of 3/02/07. I called the Bursar’s office again, they told me they did not certify the awards but that this was done by Financial Aid.  I called Financial Aid and they explained that they are just starting to certify the rewards and they should credit to their accounts within the next two to three weeks. I will be in contact with Jerome St. Croix, Director of Financial Aid, to see exactly why this process is taking longer this semester.
I have also been working with the Community Service Committee to attempt to set up a Spring Fling-type program sponsored by SGA  at the Residence Halls.  I talked with Shelitha Dickerson, Director of Housing and Residence Life, about this idea and she referred me to Crystal Myers, the Programming Resident Director of the Residence Halls. Joe Marini sent out an email to Crystal explaining what we wanted to do and Crystal responded by email that she already had a similar program planned, but would like to meet to collaborate on ideas.  We will be meeting on March 21, 2007.
Dan Elliott and I attended the Hospitality Club’s pasta dinner on Friday night. The food was excellent and the price was reasonable. This event was a great success and they would like to do it again.
I sat in on a meeting with the Engineering Leadership Council and Betty Stewart. We got a lot accomplished in their travel planner for the trip to Hawaii. Hopefully we can complete this part of the planning this week so the officers can switch their concentration over to building  robots so they can represent MCC at this major event.

On Monday morning I had a meeting with Lee Struble and Leah Dyer about the parking enforcement in E lot for residents.
