Dear MCC Health Care Plan Participant:

If someone covered under your health care plan is Medicare eligible or will become Medicare eligible in 2010, please read the following notice carefully and keep it where you can find it.  This notice has information about current prescription drug coverage with Monroe Community College and Medicare prescription drug coverage.
Medicare prescription drug coverage was made available to everyone with Medicare as of January, 2006.   It is called Medicare Part D and is a part of the Medicare Modernization Act.

Monroe Community College’s senior health care plans with Excellus BC/BS and Preferred Care will pay for prescription drugs, on average, at least equal to or better than the standard Medicare Part D drug coverage and is considered credible.

The College’s senior health care plans (BC/BS Traditional—Medicare Supplemental, Blue Choice Senior, Medicare Blue Choice, PPO Option A, and Preferred Care Gold), are rated “creditable” in accordance with Medicare Part D regulations.
For more information about MCC senior health care plans prescription drug coverage, contact our office.  You will receive this notice annually.
