A. Roll Call

III. REPORTS

A. Speaker’s Report

Speaker Lawson…

· ASACC Conference – the conference was held in Washington, D.C.  They learned the proper way to lobby and attended workshops on text books and Rock the Vote.  
B. Deputy Speaker’s Report

Deputy Speaker Bickel…

· Library Committee – the committee has been working on a survey for students which will be distributed the last week of November; there will be 2 versions and they will be color coded.  The goal is to reach out to the students on the Brighton Campus, the Damon City Campus, and in the Residence Halls.  They are looking forward to the information they will gain from this project; volunteers are needed to help with distribution of the survey.  If anyone is interested in helping, contact Deputy Speaker Bickel or Senator Woodward.
C. Senator Reports

Senator Darrow…

· ASACC Conference – he thanked Speaker Lawson and Advisor McCauley for helping him while in Washington.  He had a great time meeting new people from the south and west side of the country.  The Rock the Vote workshop gave him some great ideas for the upcoming Rock the Vote events which are being planned at MCC. 

Senator Robinson…

· Finance Committee – they discussed funds being requested by the Native American Club which will cover the cost of a guest speaker who will present, “Thanksgiving from a Native Americans Perspective.” 

· New Clubs – she has received several constitutions for new clubs and is very excited to work with these groups to help them accomplish their goals. 

Senator Woodward…

· Events Committee – he attended two meetings during which people were placed on different sub-committees; he is on the Rock the Vote Committee.  He also discussed Res. Life regarding nights and weekends; everyone supports the idea that some action needs to take place.  If there is anyone who is not on the Events Committee and would like to offer ideas please feel free to contact him

· Library Committee – he offered to take the survey to the Residence Halls; he will contact the RD’s regarding distribution of the surveys.
· Meeting with Crystal Myers - they discussed a weeklong event called “Spring Fever” which will be an alcohol awareness program.
D. Campus Center Advisor

Campus Center Advisor Stewart informed the Senate that President Elliott, Vice President Quider, Speaker Lawson, Deputy Speaker Bickel and she would be having lunch with Vice President Salvador on Wednesday, November 7.  If anyone has anything regarding governance business they would like discussed at the lunch they should let one of them know by tomorrow morning. 
E. Faculty Advisor

Faculty Advisor McCauley reminded the students that it was Election Day and they should go vote!
IV. NEW BUSINESS
1. ACTION ITEMS (Items requiring a Senate vote)

a. Change to By-law 8.3.1.1
Resolved, that the Brighton Campus Student Government Association Senate approve the following change to By-law 8.3.1.1:  

The changed By-law would read:  Name – the name of this organization shall be The Campus Association for Student Activities, hereinafter referred to as “The C.A.S.A.”

Speaker Lawson called for a motion to approve the change to By-law 8.3.1.1.

Senator Haessler so motioned, seconded by Senator Robinson.

Discussion:

Vice President Quider mentioned that there was a minor change to By-law 8.3.1.1 last year and asked if this new name was going to be a more permanent change.

Sean Frischman, The C.A.B. Coordinator, explained that the change last year was an update.  He attended the APCA Conference recently and observed that 4 of the 20 colleges in attendance had CAB as their organizations’ name; the others had different/original names.  The C.A.B. Executive Board met and voted on changing the name to The Campus Association for Student Activities (The C.A.S.A.); they have an art student working on a new logo.
A vote was taken.

Be it resolved, the Monroe Community College Brighton Campus Student Government Association unanimously approves the change to By-law 8.3.1.1.
b. Support for Don Boyce as SUNY Student Association President
Resolved, that the Brighton Campus Student Government Association Senate approve support for Don Boyce and his leadership team for the remainder of the 2007-2008 Academic Year, and further be it 

Resolved, that the Brighton Campus Student Government Association Senate sees that the SUNY Student Association, as a whole, needs to be brought together and stand strong as all colleges in the SUNY system, support its leaders, and look for what we are really there to do, being advocates for students.

Speaker Lawson called for a motion to approve support for Don Boyce.

Senator Lynch so motioned, seconded by Senator Haessler.

Discussion:
Vice President Quider offered a friendly amendment to the resolution.  He asked that SUNY Student Association be changed to SUNY Student Assembly throughout the resolution and that “it” at the end of the 3rd paragraph be changed to SUNY Student Assembly.

Senator Lynch accepted the friendly amendment.

A vote was taken.
Be it resolved, the Monroe Community College Brighton Campus Student Government Association unanimously approves the resolution as amended.
c. Funds for the Native American Cultural Society
Resolved, that the Brighton Campus Student Government Association Senate approve funds in the amount of $250.00 to the Native American Cultural Society.

Discussion:

Senator Robinson stated that this is a good opportunity for the Native American Cultural Society; the speaker they are bringing in will bring enlightenment to the topic: “Thanksgiving from a Native Americans Perspective”.

A vote was taken.

Be it resolved, the Monroe Community College Brighton Campus Student Government Association unanimously approves funds in the amount of $250.00 to the Native American Cultural Society.  
V. QUESTIONS & COMMENTS
Senator Villarreal stated that he was looking forward to attending the ACUI Conference and he hopes to bring useful information back to the Student Government.
Vice President Quider informed the Senate that he met with Advisor Stewart regarding the United Way Campus Connection.  He is applying for a $750 grant for work to be done at the Baden Street Settlement.   60 students are needed to make this a successful one-day project.  
Advisor Stewart suggested that he contact some of the other colleges who are participating in Campus Connection to see if they would like to join in on this project.

Senator Haessler asked the Senate if they would like to join together to purchase a “Faces a Cause” print.  The funds from the “Faces a Cause” will go towards the battle against kidney disease.

Senator Haessler so motioned, seconded by Senator Villarreal.  The Senate meeting was adjourned.
