IV. NEW BUSINESS

1. Discussion Item
Tony Wagahoff, Technology Manager, explained that effective in July the student email will be outsourced to Microsoft.  This change will create a significant financial savings, much bigger mailboxes, the ability to transfer email to a different email address, and the ability to download email to web enabled phones.  Students will be able to keep this email account for the rest of their lives at no charge; upon graduation the email address will change from student to alumni.  Distribution lists and other features will remain the same; students can use any software client.   Features that will be available are “SkyDrive” which gives an additional 5GB of storage space, bigger folders that are either private or shared, a shared workspace which is an extension of Microsoft Office where information can be accessed by others, and an interface with Windows Messenger.  The conversion is expected to take place over the July 4th weekend and the only change the vast majority of students will notice will be more space.  Notices will be sent out, but once the current email is shut down, all information saved in that email will be gone.  More information can be found at my.liveatedu.com.
