In this exposé, an intrepid group of Florida farmworkers battle to defeat the $4
trillion global supermarket industry through their ingenious Fair Food program,
which partners with growers and retailers to improve working conditions for farm
laborers in the United States. Food Chains reveals the human cost in our food
supply and the complicity of large buyers of produce like fast food and
supermarkets. They have tremendous power over the agricultural system. Over
the past 3 decades they have drained revenue from their supply chain leaving
farmworkers in poverty and forced to work under subhuman conditions.
