Montepulciano, located on the Via Francigena, is a typical village with an


untouched medieval aspect. Its old towers, monuments and art treasures,


together with the magnificent countryside, make of this small town a “must see”


when visiting Italy. Montepulciano is also famous for a very prestigious wine (one


of the Tuscany Superwines, the Vino Nobile di Montepulciamo, the first Italian


wine to obtain the DOCG. During the trip students will taste typical foods and


wines of the region in one of the Winery of Montepulciano named Salcheto.
