Wolk Foundation and County Executive Maggie Brooks.  The Wolk Foundation gifted $2 million to make this state-of-the-art facility possible.

· MCC will continue to receive support from health care providers in the community who have pledged financial support to keep MCC’s enrollment of nursing students at 30 percent above normal levels.  Excellus BlueCross BlueShield, Preferred Care, University of Rochester/Strong, Unity Health System and ViaHealth will combine to offer $900,000 over the next five years to keep MCC at the forefront of responding to the community’s health care needs.
