Exemplary Student Award

(Presented by Retirees of MCC)

Purpose

To recognize MCC students who have excelled both academically and personally in their time as a student at MCC.

Selection of Award Recipient

Academic departments and their faculty shall have complete autonomy in selecting award recipients.  They need only consider that the student they select excels both personally and academically, though he/she need not be the top academic achiever.

Departments will be presenting recipients with a book that, in the department’s opinion, is appropriate for that individual student.

Awards
