PEER ADVISOR 

Peer Advisors are employed by the Counseling and Advising Center on the Brighton Campus.  This is a unique job opportunity for returning students who enjoy helping people and want to gain experience in public relations and student personnel services.  Responsibilities involve assisting students, faculty and staff members with advisement, registration and testing programs, as well as providing support to a variety of student services areas.  Approximately fifteen students will be hired.

PEER LEADER  
Peer Leaders are employed by the Damon Campus Center.  They assist students in the Advisement Center, the Educational Assessment Center, to proctor Accuplacer testing and Financial Aid On-line Loan Counseling, in the Career and Transfer Center, the Financial Services area, the Peer Leader Help Desk and the Campus Center.  During Orientation and Registration the Peer Leaders work with the faculty and staff to Advise, Orient, and Register new students.  They are valued college employees who effectively and professionally assist students.

PEER MENTOR

Peer Mentors are employed by the Brighton Campus Center to assist with all aspects of the New Student Orientation Program, including facilitating discussion groups, and administrative aspects of setting up the program.  Peer Mentors work throughout the year in the Leadership Resource Center and the Peer Assistance Resource Center. Peer Mentors work with the Campus Center staff to develop and implement campus events, as well as programs designed to help students in their first year at Monroe Community College.  Approximately 14 students will be hired.
