Where:  Essays may be delivered to the Writing Center (11-208) on the Brighton campus, or to the TRS Mastery Lab (4-262) at the Damon City Campus.

Guidelines: 
· Entrants must be currently enrolled students at MCC.
· All submissions must be typed, double spaced, and free of grammatical and mechanical errors.
· All submissions must include a title page containing the author’s name, M number, home address, phone number, and title of the essay.
· Essays submitted must be original and previously unpublished.

· Essays should not exceed 2,000 words.
· The winner will be honored in an awards ceremony conducted by the English and Philosophy department.
