· SUNY Student Assembly Resolutions being voted on at the October 26-28 Conference:
Resolution  #1 
For the delegates to the Assembly to have the ability to have the most information on which candidate will best represent the qualities they are looking for in an Executive Board member (he explained the voting process as it is now).
Resolution #2

That the SUNY Student Assembly formally ask for the creation of a task force empowered by the office of the Provost to look into the creation of a credit bearing service learning program that will help student leaders involved in SUNY Student Assembly (at a Director or Executive capacity) realize both their leadership as well as their academic potentials concurrently.  This task force shall consist of at least one student leader chosen by SUNY Student Assembly.

Resolution #3

That the SUNY Student Assembly call on the SUNY administration to create a system which would allow students to transfer among schools without the loss of earned credits from other SUNY Institutions.  Transferring in order to better one’s education should no longer be a burden on the student or their future.

Resolution #4 

That the SUNY Student Assembly create a task force which will promote educational programming, and infrastructural changes on individual campuses that will help SUNY realize the sustainability goals outlined by the SUNY Energy Task Force Report.

Resolution #5

That the SUNY Student Assembly suggest that SUNY faculty members go through anti-oppression workshops that will help faculty deal with sensitive issues concerning race, gender, sexuality and disability in the classroom and college environment.
