The Dr. Wesley T. Hanson Award is the highest teaching award granted by Monroe Community College. Its purpose is to honor the truly superb teaching professional. Unlike many other awards, Hanson is focused on teaching. 
As members of the Professional Development Committee of the Faculty Senate, we are particularly eager to see specific evidence and examples that support and clearly demonstrate high achievement in each the following areas:

· Mastery of classroom performance and teaching techniques

· Continuing Concern with intellectual growth of individual students

· Active engagement with student learning

· Maintenance of high academic standards in the classroom

· Currency and growth in field 

Please note the following:

· Those eligible for the Hanson Award must be full-time tenured faculty with academic rank who have 8 or more years of service with MCC. Classroom instruction must be at least ½ of their normal annual workload for the current academic year.

· The nomination form must be completed. Nomination Forms may be obtained either from the MCC website at www.monroecc.edu, A-Z Index, F- Faculty Senate or from the Chair of the Faculty Senate Professional Development Committee. A candidate for any award must be nominated by two (2) members of the College community (MCC faculty, MCC employees, MCC students).  Candidates may not nominate themselves.

· Members of the College community may nominate or second the nomination of only one person for any award.

· Members of the Professional Development Committee, previous recipients, and the Vice President and President of the College are not eligible for any of the awards.

· All Nomination packets, including all support materials, should not exceed 15 pages in length.

· Twelve (12) copies of the Nomination Packet must be received by 5:00 p.m. on Friday, March 26, 2010. All materials should be submitted to Carmen Powers, 5-214; (585)292-3367.

About the Award …





      The award is named in memory of Dr. Wesley T. Hanson who served on the MCC Board of Trustees from 1972 to 1984.  Dr. Hanson received a Ph.D. in chemistry from the University of California at Berkley when he was twenty-one.  Dr. Hanson joined Eastman Kodak Co. in 1934.  In 1942 Dr. Hanson led the way to the invention of Kodacolor film.  During World War II Dr. Hanson conducted research on enriched uranium for the Manhattan Project in Oak Ridge, Tennessee.  In 1972 Dr. Hanson was director of Kodak’s Research Laboratories and soon after was named Vice President.  Dr. Hanson retired from Kodak in 1977.
